BACKSIDE: the rear or back part or view of an object, 

person, scene, etc.; that part which is opposite the front 
or back side 

a.  the side or surface opposite the front or face of 

something : the farthest or reverse side  

b: the side opposite the homestretch on a racecourse    

c : the part of a playing field or court (as in football or 

basketball) that is away from where the main action or play is 

occurring —often used before another noun  a backside tackle 

d: the final 9 holes of an 18-hole golf course 

 

Remember, these examples cover various contexts where the 

term “backside” is used. Whether it’s anatomy, architecture, or 

sports, the backside plays a significant role! 😄 
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Back of mouth – gum, candy, food, toothbrush/paste,   
Back of mind – pens, notepads, books, cards,  
Back of card – encouragement, gratitude, thanks,  
Back of book – reading glasses/light, bookmark,  
Back of the house – flowers, plants, garden supplies,  
Back of car–flashlight, towels, bottled water, gas card 
Shower - Soap, towel, washcloth, shower shoes, loofah 

 

 

Back of head – hat, cap, shampoo, comb/brush, tissues 
Back of neck – scarf, pillow, massager, hoodie, 
Back of arm – shawl, blanket, sweater 
Back of hand – gloves, mittens, lotion, hand warmer 
Back of leg – socks, slacks, jeans, pajama pants 
Back of foot – shoes, foot pads, socks, booties, foot warmer 
Back of front – shirt, jacket, back scratcher, pat on the back 
Backside(butt) – underwear, diapers, wipes, powder
